If you’ve lost someone recently it may be hard for you to feel optimistic about the 
future right now. If you’ve lost a spouse, child, family member, or friend, you’ve 
probably found there are not many people who understand the deep hurt you feel. 
This can be a confusing time when you feel isolated and have many questions about 
things you’ve never faced before.

The GriefShare Ministry is a place where you can come to grieve with others who 
are grieving similar losses. You’ll find fellowship, leaders who genuinely care and 
understand what you are going through, and, most importantly, you’ll find biblical 
counsel.

Each GriefShare session will include three elements:

	 1. A video seminar from a grief recovery expert

	 2. Support group discussion

	 3. Personal study and reflection

If you are experiencing a loss right now, you’ll probably feel a little nervous about 
going to GriefShare the first time. Those feelings go away quickly for most people, 
usually during the first session they attend. GriefShare is a warm, caring environment 
designed to help you and encourage you to seek after the Lord of all things, Jesus 
Christ.
