Every ministry at New Life exists to give glory to God and to be a way for 
the message of salvation in Jesus alone to be known.  This week we want to 
highlight the Video Ministry at New Life. The video ministry plays an important 
role in setting up and recording Sunday services. All the lighting and sound and 
video is calculated, planned, and organized in order to make it easier to share 
and record the message. There are some at New Life that cannot always attend 
each Sunday, and this work provides a way for them to tune in and participate 
from afar. The service is also broadcast to a few different local TV stations as 
well as uploaded onto the web. Even people from other countries are viewing 
these messages. This ministry requires a willing and faithful believer. Don’t let 
the sight of all the cables, switches, and lights scare you away. Anyone can 
learn these roles. 
The main roles that are needed right now are camera operators and switchers. 
The camera operators simply sit in their stations and move the camera to 
follow the speaker or focus on center stage. This means the camera operator 
has to view the service through the camera. This does not require any previous 
experience with cameras. The switcher role basically watches the two camera 
feeds and clicks on a program to switch camera angles when the speaker is 
moving to get the clearest view. This person also monitors the volume level of 
the service as it is being broadcast out to the live viewing. 
Now I want to speak a little on serving in the body. Serving is an act of love 
toward our brothers and sisters by taking our part in carrying the burdens and 
needs of the body. Our aim in Sunday service (and our entire life) is to exalt 
and worship Jesus. This is not limited to singing, prayer, and listening to the 
Word. Our serving is also an act of worship to Jesus.  1 Peter 4:10-11 says, 
“As each has received a gift, use it to serve one another, as good stewards 
of Gods varied grace: who ever speaks, as one who speaks oracles of God;
